The Eucharistic Prayer As Participative Story Presenter: Sr. Joyce Ann Zimmerman

The Eucharistic Prayer tends to be a part of the Mass that least draws people's attention. This
session will address why this prayer is so important, its major elements, and how its narrative
draws us into the mystery of salvation.

Exposition and Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament: An Historical Overview

Presenter: Fr. Edward Foley
Purpose of this presentation is to provide participants an understanding of how and why expo-
sition of the Blessed Sacrament developed in the Western Church, so as to more clearly
comprehend its current role in our sacramental life.

Linking the Passover to the New Covenant in Jesus Presenter: Msgr. Steve Bosso
This workshop will examine the Last Supper accounts as found in St. Paul's First Letter to the
Corinthians, the gospels of Matthew, Mark, and Luke in light of the background of the Pass-
over Meal. What is the link between the Jesus’ celebration of the Passover and the Last
supper which he left for us?
A History of the Mass Presenter: Fr. Tom
Willis

The Mass has a central unity, and though external forms have changed from age to age, the
Mass of all ages, remains the same, recognizable in the Church’s doctrine and in the small
details of the rituals. We take the early Christians at their word, for we generally know what
they said and did when they went to Mass. We know the Faith they believed and celebrated
when they drew near to the Table. The historical record is clear about this: wherever the
Catholic Church spread, she immediately established the liturgy — “the breaking of the bread
and prayers” (Acts 2:42) “on the Lord’s day” (Rev. 1:10) which was Sunday. Every generation
for the last two thousand years has left us its Eucharistic life. In this session we will explore
this fabulous journey.

Liturgy 101: The Celebration of the Eucharist from Inside Out  Presenter: Dr. Dan Kroger
This breakout session is intended to be a primer and overview of the celebration of the

Mass. With references to contemporary culture and film clips, we begin in the middle of the
story: the Eucharistic Prayer as the “heart” (‘source and summit’) of the celebration, we will
then reflect back to see what led up to it — the Liturgy of the Word. The session will conclude
with what flows from this great prayer of the Church: Our Communion and Commissioning to
go out into the World.

Lift Up Your Hearts: First Eucharist and the Entire Parish Community

conversion catechesis on the eucharist that leads to an awareness of life long faith formation.
