Invitation to Reflect: What Are You Looking For?
John proclaims, “Behold the Lamb of God, who takes away the
sin of the world"(v.29). These words have become enshrined in
the Eucharistic invitation to share in the Lord’s body and blood.
But what an odd image! A Lamb of God.
This image recalls the servant to prominent in the book of Isaiah
who is led to the slaughter like a lamb (53:7). And it links Jesus
with the lambs ritually slaughtered in preparation for the Pass-
over meal (Exodus 12:21-27). In the Book of Revelation much is
made of the Lamb who was slain (5:6) but

must have had a powerful impact on early

Christianity. A weak and passive animal is
made the image of God's victory over sin and death. This would
have contrasted markedly Superman; we got a Lamb. How de-
flating!

Perhaps this is how God operates. Love is vulnerable. It does
not coerce. It is available and faithful. Perhaps to counter our
desire for a quick and final triumph. The paradox
of a helpless Lamb who triumphs catches our
attention and forces us to wonder about how
God really functions on our behalf.

And it is always interesting that this Lam takes
away the sin of the world. What is the singularity
of our sin?

This Lamb is truly unique. The weak and vulner-
able one emerges as the one who triumphs in
power. And the sin of the world is taken away.
Our hearts are elated when we hear the prophet
cry, “Behold the Lamb of God” (v.29). And in that
moment, the weakness and foolishness of God
to take away our sin become stronger than
turned to hang on to our sin. A triumphant Lamb
is indeed odd and rare, but so precious when we
finally allow the Lamb to heal us.

How merciful is the way God has guided us.
